Achieving Positive Behaviour 
Policy

It is the policy of Maidford Montessori to create a climate in which our pupils feel valued and secure in their self image and in which their self awareness, social and moral skills can improve and flourish.

Staff lead by example and actively encourage a respect of others, all living things and property of any sort. We aim to address situations before problems arise, giving the children clear examples and guidelines of how they are expected to behave within the setting, both physically and verbally. Guidelines are introduced through, “Grace” and “Courtesy” exercises. These address behaviour in a non-confrontational group setting which helps the children to see that the guidelines apply to the whole group, and are for the benefit of the whole group.
Negative or unwanted behaviour is dealt with in a calm, quiet, positive way. Physical punishment of any kind is never used. If a child is endangering themselves, others or the setting they may be physically restrained or removed from the area until they have regained control. 

All staff are encouraged to use “Positive Language”. This focuses on positive behaviour, gives positive direction and avoids confrontation and conflict between adult and child. Generally this policy results in well behaved, happy children. 
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
