Policy
The safety and well being of all children within the school is extremely important to us. We are therefore committed to all aspects of safety, welfare and protection of children. This includes:

· Ensuring correct supervision

· Meeting required staff to child ratios

· Making sure the Criminal Record Bureau (CRB) disclosures, which include a Protection of Children Act List/List 99, are under taken by all staff who work directly with the children to ensure there are no reasons why they should not work with children. 
· Providing access to appropriate training for staff in first aid

· Having a clear recording policy which includes an accident and incident book

· Providing a safe physical environment which meets registration, safety and environmental health standards.

· Providing training for all staff in all aspects of child development and protecttion

· Providing information about how staff manage children’s behaviour

· Keeping a record of who has parental responsibility 

· Having clear agreement about who will bring/collect your child

· Knowing emergency contact points

· Having child protection procedures
