Child Protection

Statement
At Maidford Montessori we have a responsibility to make sure that children are developing in a safe and secure environment. Whilst we are not a statutory agency we aim to work in a way that provides the same level of protection to children in our care.

If a child is injured in anyway whilst attending our setting, we will always let parents know how it has happened. If the injury is serious we will notify them immediately and get the necessary medical treatment. If a child arrives at Maidford Montessori with an injury, it is expected that the parent/guardian/s will inform us. We appreciate that most childhood injuries are a normal part of growing up. However it is good practice to record all injuries and we recognise the importance of parents and staff communicating openly about such occurrences.  All injuries are recorded in the accident/incident book and are signed by the relevant parent and a member of staff, and dated.

There may be occasions when we have concerns about an injury, we see changes in behaviour, or are concerned that a child is being harmed. As part of our responsibility to keep children safe we will record any concerns we have. We also have a duty to liase with the Children and Young Peoples Service Referral Team. 
The law says that the Children and Young Peoples Service Referral Team must look into any reports concerning injury or risk to a child. A decision about who will inform the parent/guardian/s should this course of action be a necessary step will be made between ourselves and the Children and Young peoples Service Referral Team.
