On Children as Partners
We recognise the importance of positive links between home and school, and the benefit of a working relationship based on mutual trust and respect. 
Children can visit our website, where we try to put as much useful information as possible. www.maidfordmontessori.org this may help them to verbalise to parents and raise much discussion. 
Children are also kept informed of topics we will be covering with an introduction at the start of the week.
We have the childs' portfolio which Children are welcome to add to or look at anytime. The staff will ‘help the child to voice their thoughts’ until the child is able to do so all on their own, with open ended carefully thought out questions and time to listen to the child. 
Children are invited to participate by sharing their expertise or by contributing relevant resources to topic work, or any point of interest in the nursery. 
All staff make themselves available to communicate in the form of listening or talking to the Children at all times.
Upon request we can set up a home school book for the child.

We operate an open door Policy.
Children are free to choose where their work is put, in their portfolio, their drawer or on display. 

Children are encouraged to make decisions about where they choose to work, with whom and for how long.

Children are encouraged to choose their own activities, with only adult direction when necessary for example a demonstration of a new activity. 
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
