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Policy
The COSHH regulations are intended to prevent workplace illness resulting from exposure to hazardous substances for all persons at work and others who may be affected by such work. Basic occupational hygiene principles are followed by the regulations which introduce a control framework by requiring an adequate assessment of the risks to health arising from work activities associated with hazardous substances. 

· The introduction of adequate control measures 

· Maintenance of the measure and equipment associated with them. 

· Monitoring the effectiveness of the measure and the health of employees. 

Using hazardous substances can put people’s health at risk. The level of harm may range from minor irritation to death. They can include substances used directly in work activities such as latex, cleaning agents, glues, paints and naturally occurring hazards such as blood and bacteria. 

For the majority of chemicals, the presence of a warning label will indicate whether COSHH is relevant. COSHH relevance can be over ruled if a member of staff wishes too they are there for a guideline, for now we will use these labels to access the requirements of COSHH. COSHH risk assessment forms will be placed in a COSHH file, staff will be advised to read these forms before they are put in the file at the staff meeting and training will be given where necessary. 
It is important that all staff follow the health and safety advice and procedures such as keeping cleaning materials out of reach of children. Gloves to be worn for cleaning and contact with bodily fluids etc…
In the indoor environment all hazardous substances are placed on a high shelf out of reach of children.
· cleaning products are stored on a high shelf above the main sink

· medicines are kept in a box above the fireplace

· art materials in view of teacher at al times to observe safe use

· We endeavour to keep hazardous substances to a minimum in the school:

· cleaning products

· medicines

· art materials 
In the outdoor environment all hazardous substances are placed in areas out of bounds to the children.

· Children are observed at all times to make sure they do not enter areas that may have hazardous substances.

· In the event a hazardous substance is found outside, we remove it immediately, placing it out of reach of the children if it is safe to do so. If we cannot remove the substance safely, we remove the children from the area until the substance has been removed.
