Procedures 
For Fire Safety
Fire exit - signs are placed strategically around the property, stating the fire exits to be used in case of fire. 
Evacuation is via the main entrance to nursery, out through the entrance door. 
Assembly point and a sign stating it is the assembly point is in the area by the gate entrance to the field car park. 

A fire drill is held once during each half term.

Fire Safety Procedures are reviewed, with the half-term fire drill.

Fire outdoors 
In the event we decide to introduce fire in the Outdoors:

We will notify the local fire emergency contact for our area before we start the fire.

We will adequately train the children in fire safety for six weeks before we even light a match, as taught on our forest school training. 

If the children do not reach a level of understanding acceptable to ourselves we will not proceed with the lighting of the fire. 

If they reach a level of understanding in fire safety we are happy, with one adult will light the fire with a match and no other assistance. 

The fire will be put out safely, as taught on the forest school training. 

We will notify the local fire emergency contact for our area, when we have put the fire out and made it safe.  

Fire safety Precautions

Electrical 

· Faulty electrical equipment will be removed and put in the Job book and repaired and tested or condemned. 

· Sockets are covered to remove a child’s possible interest and reassure a parent/guardian and the staff, they will not place the child in a danger. 

· No water will be allowed near electrical items apart from inside the kettle. Staff will not touch electrical equipment with wet hand.

Gas 

· The Gas boiler is serviced by a gas safe registered engineer annually. This is recorded. 

Fire extinguishers 

· Fire extinguishers are in place and are appropriate for the purpose they may be used for. 

· Staff will be given training on how to use the fire extinguisher. 

· Fire extinguishers will be tested annually. This is recorded. The tester will give training to new staff when he tests the equipment. 

Matches 

· Matches are kept on a high shelf (above CD’s) out of children’s reach.

· They are only used to light the candles for birthday celebrations. 

· Fire safety lessons will be introduced to the children, ‘matches matches never touch’ rhyme will be recited and we will tell the children about keeping away from a hot flame and their clothes too. 
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
