First Aid and Existing Injuries Procedure
First Aid 

· It is our aim to eventually have all members of staff trained in first aid. Staff currently qualified :
*Two Day Emergency First Aid for People Who Work With Young Children FS Training, Northampton 
This two-day (12-hour) course has been designed especially for people who work with and look after young children. It has been approved by the National Child-minding Association and the pre-school Learning Alliance, and can be used as evidence towards early years NVQ's.

The course gives the candidates the basic skills required when faced with an emergency situation, and emphasis is on basic life support, care of the unconscious child, choking and bleeding.
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*Two Day First Aid Aims and Objectives
By the end of the course the student should be able to:

 Specify essential items in a first aid kit

 Demonstrate the accurate recording of data in an accident/incident book

 correctly state the implications of appropriate legislation and particularly the HASAW regulations

 State correctly how appropriate medical help is obtained

 State when it would be appropriate to administer medication to a child

 Demonstrate the rapid and correct assessment of the situation and casualty at the scene of an incident

 Show how to establish the casualties level of consciousness

 Demonstrate clearing the airway, and providing artificial ventilations

 Demonstrate how to establish heartbeat and pulse rate

 Demonstrate chest compressions to re-establish circulation

 Demonstrate the correct procedure for placing the casualty in the recovery position

 Demonstrate how to control bleeding including minor, major and penetrating wounds

 State the treatment for burns and scalds

 State the recognizing features and appropriate treatment of a person suffering from anaphylactic shock

The course is very practical based and on completion the candidate will receive a Certificate of Attendance Which can be used as evidence towards an NVQ in early years training.
· The first aid kit is stored in the classroom.

· It is the responsibility of the Designated First Aider: Julie Marriott to ensure that the first aid box is fully and correctly stocked.

· An accident book detailing name of child, date and time of incident, what occurred, any cause identified and action taken is recorded. A member of staff signs the entry, as does the parent/guardian on collection.

     Existing Injuries Procedure  

· Parent/guardians are encouraged to record injuries in the existing injuries book when children arrive at the nursery with existing injuries.
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
