PPE Latex free CE Marked Gloves must be worn at all times when dealing with bodily fluids. PPE Aprons are provided to keep substances away from clothing if necessary. This includes wearing a clean pair of gloves and washing hands between each nappy change. 

The changing mat must always be sprayed with an anti-bacterial disinfectant/detergent spray provided and wiped with a clean paper towel. 

A supply of clean tissues is provided for children, staff and visitors to wipe their noses and wash basin facilities are in place to wash their hands afterwards. 

Any person known to be carrying an infectious illness will be asked to enter the setting until they are well.
