Statement
On Parent/Guardians as Partners
We recognise the importance of positive links between home and school, and the benefit of a working relationship based on mutual trust and respect. 
The child may not be able to verbalise their needs upon arrival to the setting but staff are experienced enough to understand the Childs’ body language and gestures. The environment works in such a way we can see what the child requires. The Voice of The Parent helps the staff to know your child before they can verbalise their needs.

As parents may not get precise feed back from their children, we give parents information about what their children are doing daily in school and also in the form of termly open evenings. 
Parent/Guardians can visit our website, where we try to put as much useful information as possible. www.maidfordmontessori.org Parents can sit with their children using the website and talk through activities, they may not know how to verbalise initially. 
Parent/Guardians are also kept informed of topics via the notice board that the children will be covering.
We have the childs' portfolio which Parent/Guardians are welcome to add to or look at anytime. The staff will ‘help to be the voice of the child’ until the child is able to tell the parent for themselves what they have done during the session, to help the parents be apart of their time with us. 

Parent/Guardians are invited to participate by sharing their expertise or by contributing relevant resources to topic work, or any point of interest in the nursery. 
All staff make themselves available to talk to the parents at all times preferably at the end of the morning session, or at any other time by arrangement. 
Upon request we can set up a home school book for parents/guardians.

We operate an open door Policy.
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
