Quiet Voices Policy

It is recognised that young children can be noisy. The noise level in our setting can be very loud at times, with children expressing their wishes loudly or participating in noisy activities. 

We encourage calm quiet voices indoors and outdoors there is no ceiling the children can be as loud as they wish to be. 

If our staff feel the noise level is rising, they will help regain the quiet by sitting down, offering quiet activities, and encouraging the children to be quieter so as not to disturb others concentration. 

We ask parents/guardians and visitors to be mindful of having quiet voices when they enter the nursery too, loud ‘hello’s’ and ‘goodbyes’ and chatting causes great disruption to our children. 

If parents/guardians wish to settle their child we encourage them to sit with them as sitting down creates a quieter conversation and visitors too. 

Staff never talk across the room to each other and grace and courtesy is encouraged at all times between adults and children. 
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
