Sun Protection

Policy
We want children and staff to enjoy the sun safely. We will work with staff children and their parents/guardians to achieve this. In the spring/summer term, we will engage the children in activities-stories, pictures, role play, songs etc, in order to help them in their understanding of the need for sun protection. We will inform/remind parents/guardians of our policy and what they can do to help. 

We have an activity also promoting the importance of the sun in our setting, for the children to understand the need for the sun in our survival. 

Please apply a suitable factor sun cream before your child comes to our setting.  

With parents/guardians permission, a named bottle of sun cream high factor (supplied by the parents/guardians) will be given to the children before we go outside and they will be encouraged to apply it themselves, encouraging care of self, through giving the child another practical life skill. We will supervise application and help where help is needed. The nursery will not hold stock of sun cream and there will be no sharing of sun cream you must supply the child with their own except in the case where there are siblings at our setting. 
Sun creams will be kept out of children’s reach at all other times, in the adult cloakroom. Permission slips will be kept with the sun creams. 

Children will be asked to wear a hat before going outside and we request parents provide their child with a named hat. Adults may also wear hats to promote a good example to the children. 

Shade is provided under our Dutch barn and through the willow tunnel and in the hen house. 

We will always respect the wishes of Parents/Guardians with regards sun protection for their child. 
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
