Toilet and Nappy Change 
Procedures
· Whilst we are indoors children have free flow to the toilet facilities.

· Children are reminded to go to the toilet before they go outdoors, or if they display behaviour that may suggest they need the toilet.
In the event of a toiletry accident outdoors
· The child will be taken indoors and asked to go to the toilet where Ratios permit. 

· If ratios do not permit all children will be taken back indoors and the child will be asked to go to the toilet.

· All the child’s wet clothes will be taken off and replaced with dry clothes provided by the parent/guardian or the nursery if child’s own are not available.

· Wet or soiled clothes will be placed in a bag which is tied and put on the peg ready for when the child leaves the school.
In the event of a child not being potty trained going beyond the play area

For the afternoon session  

· We can take the necessary supplies with us and change the child’s nappy on site. In the event this is not possible. All children will be taken back indoors and the child will have a change of nappy indoors. 

In the event of a child not being potty trained indoors 

· We change the child when we feel necessary: 
· If the child asks us too.

· If they have a full nappy.

· If they are about to go outdoors.

· If they have passed a stool.

· We register a change of nappy in our nappy book.

In the event of a child wishes to go to the toilet when we are outside beyond the play area 
· We will offer the child the opportunity to go just outside the boundary with an adult, if they wish to (wee only) in the undergrowth.  
· If this is not acceptable to the child, we will take everyone back to class if numbers of adults left are not sufficient. If numbers of adults are sufficient, one adult will take the child back to class. 
· It is never made acceptable for the child to go to the toilet in the play area.

Toilet and Washing Facilities for Pupils

Nursery schools and schools with pupils under 5 should have one deep sink, shower or bath for every 40 such pupils.  Again the figure arrived at should be rounded up to the next whole number.
