Policy
Children will only be given tools under supervision of an adult.

Correct training on how to use tools will be given and the children will be observed at all times, whilst using tools. 

· The tools will always be proportionate to the child’s size.

· The tools will be chosen appropriate to the child’s ability. 

· The tools will always be real. 

· The tools will always be in good working order, damaged tools will be removed. 

· The child will only be taught proper use of the tool

· The child will be responsible for the tool and carefully observed by the adult.

· Inappropriate behaviour with tools will be acknowledged and prevented. 

· The child will be taught how to clean the tool. 

· The child will be taught correct storage of tools. 

· The child will be provided with opportunity to repeat their tool skills. 

Maidford Montessori facilitates the Montessori concept that one tool per setting provides opportunity to share and gives the tool value. 

This makes keeping the tool safe a more manageable process.

For example: one spade one rake one pair of scissors not just one tool. 
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
